Economy update: China
EE Standards

1. The new revised MEPs for the Air Conditioner was issued and has been taken into effective on 1st June, 2010. The original value of grade 2 has become the EE limited value.  Compared to the former MEPs, the average energy efficiency has improved about 23%.
2. MEPs for Flat TV, Heating furnaces in petroleum engineering, microwave ovens were issued and will be taken into effective on 1st December, 2010.
3. To date, there are 41 standards in place, which cover six product categories: lighting products, commercial equipment, industrial equipment, traffic tools, office equipment, and home appliances.
4. MEPs for printers & fax machines, set-top boxes, small-capacity motors, computers, ballast for fluorescent lamps, range hood, AC ventilators, grid lighting fixtures, heat-pump water heaters will be issued late 2010 or next year.
China Energy Labeling System
1. Two new energy labeling implementation rules were issued, including electricity transformer and ventilator, and will be taken effective on 1st Nov., 2010.

2. The revised energy labeling implementation rule for air conditioner was issued, and has taken into effective on 1st, June, 2010.
3. To date, Energy labelling covers 21 products, 3000 manufacturers and 140,000 models. It’s a mandatory label. 
Energy Efficiency Endorsement label
This is a voluntary label.  By the end of 2009, there are 60 categories products. More than 20000 models produced by more than 1000 manufacturers have been approved to use the label. The result of this labeling program is adopted by the government procurement scheme.
Energy efficient products incentive program

1. Launched in May 2009, this scheme aims to promote domestic demand for efficient products by subsidising manufacturers of efficient equipment to lower their prices (local governments are also subsidised to procure efficient equipment). Air conditioners are the first product subsidised, passenger cars and motors are become the second and third recently.
2. After 1st June, 2010, the subsidy for high efficiency air conditioner has become as follows: grade 1 is 200 to 250 RMB per set, grade 2 is accordingly 150 to 200 RMB per set.
3. The implementing Rules for EE passenger cars incentive program was issued and has been implemented on 1st June,2010. The first batch and second batch of the product list of EE passenger cars were issued, there’re 140 models produced by 22 manufacturers were in the list.
4. In August 2010, the first batch of EE motors was issued, 996 models of small and middle sized three-phrase asynchronous motor produced by 11 manufacturers, 65 models of rare-earth permanent magnet three-phrase synchro motor produced by 3 manufacturers were in the list. The subsidy for high efficiency motors will be 15-40 RMB/kilowatt and 40-60 RMB/kilowatt based on EE grade. 
Government procurement for EE products
1. According to a notice named Establishment the System of Government Procurement for Energy Efficiency Products, this program was issued in 2007, government agencies should take preference to purchase EE products when using national financial budget, for some products, procurement for EE products is compulsory. 
2. In August 2010, a newest government procurement list was issued, there’re 28 categories，about 30000 models produced by 605 manufacturers were on the list. 9 categories are requested to be purchased compulsorily, including air conditioner, 4 lighting products, Television, water heater, computer, printer, monitor, toilet, water nozzle. 
Rural area household appliances subsidy program
It aims to promote EE products and improve the life quality of persons in countryside. Subsidies are provided to consumers in countryside when they buy household appliances. In this program, refrigerators, TVs, mobiles; motorcycles, computers, water heaters, room ACs, Microwave ovens, and induction cookers are included.

Household appliances old for new program
According to this program, consumers who discard their old household appliances which are low in energy efficiency and purchase new high efficiency ones will be directly subsidized. The product coverage to be subsidized is: TVs, refrigerators, washing machines, room ACs, computers; and cars.

Key energy conservation technology promoting catalogue
In order to promote and popularize key energy conservation technologies, guide energy using units to adopt advanced new energy conservation processes, technologies and equipment, improve energy using efficiency, the NDRC promulgated first and second batch list of the “National key energy conservation technology promoting catalogue”. The content of which included 11 industries such as coal, electricity, iron and steel, nonferrous metal, petroleum chemistry, building material, machinery, textile, building and transportation etc.. There are 50 kinds of EE technologies in the first batch list, and there are 35 kinds of EE technologies in the second batch list.
White paper on energy efficiency 2010
A White Paper for the energy efficiency status of China energy-use products was published in June 2010. Details of these policies and measures are described in the book. In this book, it also outlined 15 products’ energy efficiency data; energy consumption and sales data; energy saving potential and new techniques; and energy efficiency strategy, including: 

· 6 household appliances: Refrigerators, room ACs, washing machine, VS room ACs, electric water heaters, gas water heaters 

· 2 office equipments: Monitors, copiers

· 3 commercial equipments: Unitary ACs, water chillers, MC AC units

· 5 lighting products: single-capped FL, CFL, double-capped FL, high voltage sodium lamps, metal-halide lamps

· 1 industrial equipment: motors
Publish of the English version is still under approval process, we hope it could be published by the end of this year.  CNIS will release the white paper every year in future. 
Beside energy efficiency policy and measures, there’re also some policies and measures on Energy Management implemented in 2010.  
Energy Mechanism Conservation （EMC）
1. In April 2010, a notice on carrying out and promoting EMC was issued. According to this notice, supportive policies will be given to EMC projects, such as subsidize, tax preference, and project finance etc.
2. Interim procedures on the management of EMC financial reward fund was issued in June 2010, the central government will distribute 20 hundred millions RMB to support EMC projects.

3. In August 2010, the first batch list of EMC companies for reference was issued，there’re 461 EMC companies in the list.

4. A national standard of General Technical Rule on EMC has passed technical evaluation in May 2010, and under the approval process.

Energy management system

China has introduced a standard on energy management system requirements - GB/T 23331-2009 and is participating in the development of the ISO standard. It has taken into effective on 1st Nov. 2010.  Several large scale manufacturers have begun to set up their energy management system. The pilot of certification on Energy management system has been implemented.
Voluntary agreement on Energy Conservation 

It’s a mechanism of promoting energy conservation in China through signing voluntary agreement on energy conservation. A national standard of General Technical Rule on voluntary agreement on energy conservation has passed technical evaluation in 2010, and under the approval process.
