Project Synopsis

1. Relevance: Why should APEC undertake this project? What problem or opportunity will the project address and why is it important? 
Promoting green growth and addressing global environmental challenges have long been the commitments of APEC leaders. Sustainable use of energy and selection of cleaner energy sources is the effective ways to achieve these goals. The 2010 APEC Economic Leaders’ declaration’s theme is "Change and Action”, which is expressed as the theme of “Low Carbon Paths to Energy Security: Cooperative Energy Solutions for a Sustainable APEC" in Energy sector.  The 2011 APEC Economic Leaders’ Declaration called on economies to speed up the transition towards a global low-carbon economy in a way that enhances energy security and supports APEC's aspiration to reduce aggregate energy intensity by 45 percent by 2035. The 2012 Leaders’ Declaration also recognized the need to further promote energy efficiency and cleaner energy supplies as a priority to boost sustainable development and energy security, and reduce carbon emissions. The 2013 Leaders’ Declaration recognized that energy security is an important ingredient towards sustainable growth and equitable development in APEC region. APEC member economies need to strengthen their works to promote clean and renewable energy resources. The newly announced APEC theme for 2014 is “Shaping the Future through Asia-Pacific Partnership”, for seeking sustainable growth patterns, developing a green economy and promoting sustainable energy use in covered in the Priorities.  The present proposal to establish a Sustainable Energy centre-SEC under the APEC framework is one of the concrete actions to facilitate the development of clean, renewable and sustainable energy use, and thus to boost sustainable development and energy security, and reduce carbon emissions, which have good relevance with Leaders’ declarations.

This project proposal aligns exceedingly well with both EWG and APEC-wide priorities. In 2012 Vladivostok Declaration, APEC Leaders reaffirm the commitment to promote green growth and to seeking practical, trade-enhancing solutions to address global environmental challenges. Cleaner energy sources are to be promoted in parallel with energy efficiency for the commitment to APEC energy security. In 2010 APEC leaders declared that the theme is "Low Carbon Paths to Energy Security: Cooperative Energy Solutions for a Sustainable APEC", following the 2007 Sydney APEC Leaders' Declaration on Climate Change, Energy Security and Clean Development. In 2011, promotion of clean energy use and securing green growth are still very important components. The proposed APEC Sustainable Energy Centre-SEC will facilitate information and technology transfer on sustainable energies among APEC economies, through enhanced capacity building activities and effective collaborations on real projects. The centre’s work will be linked with sustainable energy projects directed by EWG and APERC’s work.
EWG has a long-term mission of maximizing the energy sector's contribution to the region's economic and social well-being, while mitigating the environmental effects of energy supply and use. This project falls exactly within this range. In 2007, the APNet (Asia-Pacific Network for Energy Technology) was established to strengthen collaboration particularly in the area of renewable energy sources. Since last year, a key initiative that EWG is implementing is the PREE (Peer Review Mechanism on Energy Efficiency). The proposed SEC will rely on real demonstration projects to facilitate sustainable energy technology and information through building capacity activities in APEC economies, which are in alignment with the above priorities seamlessly.

The foundation of SEC was originated from the APEC project “SEWG 22 11A-APEC Workshop on Paths toward Sustainable Low Carbon Economies Based on Rational Use of Renewable Energies” taken by Tianjin University. During its implementation the APEC Low Carbon Town Tour was started and the APEC Low Carbon Town Promotion Plan was proposed and later supported by the NEA. The promotion plan will select typical LCTs representing different natural resources, economy levels and geological locations in China. These LCTs are to be constructed by collecting the best concepts, methodologies and technologies from all APEC economies. Experts, policy makers, and all relevant stakeholders from all APEC economies, esp. who have experiences of LCT development are welcome to participate. The proposed SEC will be the platform for continuous running real projects like the LCTs. As pillars supporting the APEC LCT Promotion Plan, 5 new APEC projects have been granted by APEC Secretariats ([EWG052013A], [NRE133-4], [NRE133-3], [NRE133-5], [NRE133-6]) and more new projects are to be submitted on a continuous basis. The POs of these projects are all group members of the proposed SEC. All these provide solid basis for further broader resources integration and the sustainable development of the SEC.
