BOGOR GOALS PROGRESS REPORT GUIDELINES

I. PURPOSE

The Bogor Goals Progress Report Guidelines will be implemented for reviewing 21 economies’ progress towards achieving free and open trade and investment by 2020.

II. RATIONALE FOR A REVISED MECHANISM 

In Montana, in May 2011, Senior Officials (SOM) endorsed recommendations prepared by the Committee of Trade and Investment (CTI) for a more robust mechanism to track progress towards the Bogor Goals. Background information can be found at: 2011/SOM2/021anx2. 
III. BOGOR GOALS PROGRESS REPORT GUIDELINES
(a) Format of the Individual Action Plan (IAP)  

· Economies will report on the IAP Template (annex 1) new trade and investment policies and procedures and the improvements planned for the remaining areas to fill the gap in moving closer to achieving the Bogor Goals. If policy settings remain the same from one reporting period to the next, then there is no need to collect and repeat the same information. 2010 economies
 might give emphasis to those areas where shortcomings were highlighted in the Leaders' Statement on 2010 Bogor Goals Assessment.  

· The areas to be reported will be based on the Osaka Action Agenda plus those added afterwards: 

· Tariffs

· Non-tariff measures 

· Services 

· Investment

· Standards and conformance 

· Customs procedures

· Intellectual property 

· Competition policy

· Government procurement

· Deregulation/regulatory review

· World Trade Organization (WTO) obligations including rules of origin

· Dispute mediation

· Mobility of business people

· Official websites that gather economies´ information
· Transparency

· Regional Trade Agreements / Free Trade Agreements (RTAs/FTAs)
· Other voluntary reporting areas 
· Economies will describe, in brief points only, significant new developments under each chapter heading. The information provided should be succinct but sufficient for the reader to understand the outline of the measure being described. Refer to the IAP reporting templates revised in 2004 together with 2000 APEC IAP Format Guidelines as guidance for reporting on each issue area.  
· Wherever possible entries should include a reference point (website, document, contact address, etc.) where further information can be obtained.

(b) Reporting from the Policy Support Unit  

· The Policy Support Unit (PSU) will prepare a short one- to two-page report with key highlights on members’ main achievements and remaining areas for improvement in the year of review. This would include information setting out the prevailing situation of trade and investment liberalization and facilitation of the economies, and use, where possible, indicators to facilitate the assessment. Economies would have the opportunity to examine the PSU’s report ahead of the SOM discussion, preferably with a few months’ leeway to ensure that each economy has sufficient time to review the report, make comments and highlight any factual errors, if any. Senior Officials will also have an opportunity to respond to the PSU’s report at their meeting, and also pose questions to each other, before it is finalized and made public as an independent report by PSU.
· In response to ABAC’s recommendation, the PSU will also prepare a “Dashboard” to complement the brief report abovementioned. 
(c) IAP Peer Review Process 

Regular Senior Officials’ review 

· Economies will be reviewed by Senior Officials in: 2012, 2014, and 2018.  In each previous year, the CTI will table for SOM’s endorsement the schedule to prepare the IAP submission and PSU report, taking into account the calendar for that APEC’s year.

· For 2012, economies will submit their templates by SOM1, February 2012. Senior Officials will discuss the brief reports prepared by the PSU by SOM2, June/July 2012.

Second-term review 

· Economies will be assessed in 2016, as a second term review. 

· 2010 economies might give emphasis to those areas where shortcomings were highlighted in the Leaders' Statement on 2010 Bogor Goals Assessment. 

· The host economy in 2016 supported by the APEC Secretariat and the PSU will lead the assessment based on the information provided in the IAP Template, and also information setting out the prevailing situation of trade and investment liberalization and facilitation of the economies, and use, where possible, indicators to facilitate the assessment. 
· The APEC Secretariat and the PSU could complement this assessment by using, where appropriate, data from the World Trade Organization, International Monetary Fund and other respectable sources, considering that data could be available for tariffs, but similar information for non-tariff measures, services and investment might be less visible.

Final Assessment 

· In 2020, economies will undertake a final assessment toward the achievement of the Bogor Goals. 

· The template prepared by Japan in 2010 could be used as the basis for the evaluation, to be consistent as much as possible with the 2010 assessment. 

· The host economy in 2020 supported by the APEC Secretariat, the PSU will lead the assessment based on the individual IAP reports and information provided in the abovementioned templates. 

· The APEC Secretariat and the PSU could complement this assessment by using, where appropriate, data from the World Trade Organization or other international organizations.

(d) Public Access to the IAP Information 
· The APEC Secretariat and the PSU would make the APEC-IAP website more user-friendly as well as improve its functionality, among other measures: i) the IAP Template might be divided by chapters, so users can download only the section of their interest; and ii) to include a point of contact in the APEC Secretariat to attend requests for further information. Additionally, visits to the website could be tracked. 
· The IAP Template submitted by economies and the report prepared by the PSU will be made publicly available on the internet.

	· Broad unilateral elimination of MFN tariffs on imported machinery and equipement and manufacturing inputs.
· Progress continues on the tariff simplification process, with a number of tariff lines eliminated. 

	Tariffs
	Since 2009, Canada has unilaterally eliminated all remaining tariffs on machinery and equipment and on industrial manufacturing inputs.

In 2017, Canada unilaterally eliminated MFN tariffs on a broad range of imported agri-food processing inputs.


	Canada will continue its efforts to simplify Canada’s tariff structure and its administration.

	Standards and Conformance


	The Standards Council of Canada (SCC) renewed and strengthened its Cooperation Arrangement with the Standardization Administration of China (SAC) in September 2016. The Arrangement helps to pave the way for collaboration in standardization between Canada and China. It demonstrates the desire of both national standards bodies to work toward mutually beneficial standardization goals in support of a strong and efficient trade relationship.

SCC also signed a Cooperation Agreement with the Instituto Nacional de Calidad (INACAL), the national standards body of Peru in October 2017. The agreement builds on the existing relationship between SCC and INACAL and is a continuation of SCC’s ongoing capacity-building work.

SCC’s Chief Executive Officer (CEO), John Walter, delivered a keynote speech on the role and importance of standards at an event hosted by the Korean Agency for Technology and Standards in November 2017. The speech highlighted the role of standardization in supporting innovation and growth in a manner that does not restrict trade.

Canada continues to actively participate at the international level in the International Organisation for Standardisation (ISO) and the International Electrotechnical Commission (IEC). In May 2017, SCC hosted the annual general meetings of the Pan American Standards Commission (COPANT) and the Pacific Area Standards Congress (PASC). These joint meetings presented a unique opportunity to continue to work more closely together for the mutual benefit of both regions. 


	In March 2018, SCC will renew and strengthen its MOUs with the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) and the Ministry of the Economy of Mexico. The MOUs will continue to facilitate harmonization and alignment of cross-border requirements while providing a venue for discussing joint initiatives in the areas of standards and conformity assessment.

	Intellectual Property Rights


	Canada is preparing to amend regulations in order to meet our 2014 commitment to join five widely-recognized World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) treaties: the Madrid Protocol, the Singapore Treaty, the Nice Agreement, the Patent Law Treaty (PLT), and the Hague Agreement. Amendments to the Trade-marks Act to accede to the three trademark treaties were already made, under Bill C-31 (2014 Budget Implementation Act) and to the Patent Act and Industrial Design Act to ratify the PLT and accede to the Hague Agreement, under Bill C-43 (2014 Budget Implementation Act II), respectively. 

The public comment period regarding proposed amendments to the Industrial Design Regulations, which is necessary to implement the Hague Agreement, concluded in January 2018. The Canadian Intellectual Property Office is now working on reviewing comments received in order to finalize the draft Regulations. The proposed amendments to the Trademark Regulations are expected to be published in early 2018 for public comment.  Finally, the proposed amendments to the Patent Rules are currently being developed and will be published for comment later in 2018.  All five international treaties are expected to come into force in 2019.

 

On September 21, 2017, Bill C-30 (An Act to implement the Comprehensive Economic and Trade Agreement between Canada and the European Union and its Member States and to provide for certain other measures), expanded Canada’s wines and spirits geographical indications (GIs) system to include several other categories of agricultural products and foodstuffs such as processed meats, cheeses, oils, fruits and vegetables, and beer. This will provide new opportunities for business to expand protection and recognition for their offerings in Canada. It will also benefit consumers by providing more information on the origin of products and their specifications. Bill C-30 also extended Canada’s IP border enforcement measures to include protected GIs, allowing responsible authorities to file a Request for Assistance with the Canadian Border Services Agency to detain shipments of suspected counterfeit GIs.

 

In September 2017, Canada’s patent linkage regime (which ties regulatory approval of generic medicines to patent protection) was changed. Under the new regime, legal proceedings now take the form of full patent actions that determine questions of patent infringement and validity. This eliminates so-called “dual track” litigation (where the same patent issues could be separately litigated under the linkage regime and the Patent Act) and ensures that all litigants are afforded equivalent and effective rights of appeal. At the same time, Canada’s new Certificate of Supplementary Protection Regulations came into force. These Regulations provide up to two years of additional protection for patented drugs as compensation for the time a drug spends in development and regulatory approval.  The Regulations provide an exception allowing Canadian generic companies to manufacture drugs for export during the period of protection.

	Budget 2017 announced that Canada will develop a new Intellectual Property (IP) Strategy. The IP Strategy will help ensure that Canada’s IP regime is modern and robust and supports commercializing Canadian innovations in the 21st century. The purpose of the IP strategy will be to foster an ecosystem that supports businesses to grow to scale and that firms have the awareness and incentive to strategically use IP to grow and compete.

Announced in December 2017, the Canadian Parliament will undertake a review of Canada’s Copyright Act. The Copyright Act mandates a Parliamentary review every five years, in order to ensure that it remains relevant in our changing digital environment, and rapid technological advances.

	- Description of current   agreements
	As of January 2018, Canada has 13 FTAs in force: Ukraine (2017), Korea (2015), Honduras (2014), Panama (2013), Jordan (2012), Colombia (2011), Peru (2009), European Free Trade Association (2009), Costa Rica (2002), Chile (1997), Israel (1997), NAFTA (1994), United States (1989).
Provisionally in force until all members ratify the agreement at the national level: European Union (2017).

As of January 2018, Canada has 37 Foreign Investment Promotion and Protection Agreements (FIPAs) in force; Poland (1990), Russian Federation (1991), Argentina (1993), Hungary (1993), Ukraine (1995), Philippines (1996), Trinidad and Tobago (1996), Barbados (1997), Ecuador (1997), Egypt (1997), Panama (1998), Thailand (1998), Venezuela (1998), Armenia (1999), Costa Rica (1999), Lebanon (1999), Uruguay (1999), Croatia (2001), Peru (2007), Jordan (2009), Latvia (2011), Romania (2011), Czech Republic (2012), Slovak Republic (2012), Tanzania (2013), Benin (2014), China (2014), Kuwait (2014), Côte d’Ivoire (2015), Serbia (2015), Cameroon (2016), Hong Kong (2016), Senegal (2016), Mali (2016) Burkina Faso (2017), Guinea (2017), Mongolia (2017). 

	- Agreements under negotiation


	Environmental Goods Agreement (EGA): Canada is participating in the plurilateral WTO EGA negotiations with 17 other participants (representing 46 WTO members and 10 APEC members). Canada seeks an ambitious, future-oriented Environmental Goods Agreement that eliminates tariffs on a broad range of environmental goods. At the December 2016 EGA Ministerial Meeting, participants acknowledged that further work is necessary and reiterated their shared commitment to concluding the EGA.
Trade in Services Agreement (TISA) Negotiations: Canada is participating in the TISA negotiations, an initiative among 23 like-minded WTO members seeking to further liberalize trade in services. The initiative is taking place outside the WTO framework, but the ultimate objective is to multilateralize an eventual agreement and bring it within the WTO framework.

Fisheries Subsidies Agreement (FSA) Negotiations: Canada, along with 14 other WTO members, is participating in a plurilateral initiative running parallel to multilateral work underway in the WTO rules negotiations. The participants have selected Canada to serve as permanent Chair. The goal of this initiative is to negotiate disciplines to eliminate harmful subsidies that contribute to overcapacity, overfishing and illegal, unreported and unregulated (IUU) fishing.
