No changes made since last IAP.

Bound tariffs for the industrial sector as well as for the agricultural and fishery sectors have remained at the level committed under the Uruguay Round for several years. All tariffs are bound under the WTO. Mexico’s applied tariffs are lower than bound tariffs.

An amendment to the “Agreement by which the Ministry of Economy issues rules and criteria of international trade” was published in the Official Gazette on January 15, 2016.

Aimed to update tariff codes subject to automatic import permit of the footwear sector, in accordance with amendments published on January 6, 2016.

A modification to the “Agreement by which the Ministry of Economy establishes the requirement of prior export licenses of conventional weapons, their parts and components; dual-use goods; software and technologies to produce conventional weapons of mass destruction” was published in the Official Gazette on February 9, 2016.

Meant to update tariff codes of the Agreement in accordance with modifications from January 6, 2016.

Publication of the “Agreement establishing the classification and codification of goods whose import and export are subject to regulation by the Ministry of Energy” in the Federal Official Gazette on March 2, 2016.

Intended to update tariff codes of the Agreement that were modified on January 6, 2016.

An amendment to the “Agreement establishing the classification and coding of goods whose import and export are subject to regulation by the Ministry of Environment and Natural Resources, SEMARNAT” was published in the Official Gazette on March 24, 2016.

With the intention of update tariff codes that were amended according to the publication from January 6, 2016.

Publication of the "Agreement establishing the classification and coding of goods whose import and export are subject to regulation by the  Ministry of Environment and Natural Resources, SEMARNAT” in the Federal Official Gazette on May 25, 2017. 

Since December 19, 2012, was published to regulate imports and exports of species at risk such as sea cucumbers or pink sea snail, which are subject to prior authorization from SEMARNAT. The amendment is aimed to carry out adjustments in order to identify the correct tariff lines and to update the regulatory framework.

An amendment to the “Agreement establishing the classification and coding of goods whose import and export are prohibited to countries, entities and personas indicated” was published in the Federal Official Gazette on September 21, 2017.

The objective of this amendment was the implementation of the resolutions adopted by the United Nations Security Council. Which mainly lists the Items prohibited for export to and import from The Democratic People's Republic Of Korea.
Ammendment to the “Agerement that establishes the classification and codification of merchandise and products whose import, export, internment or exit is subject to sanitary regulation by the Ministry of Health.” published in the Federal Official Gazette on the 10th January 2018. The amendment establishes import and export regulation for phentanyl precursors: 4-anilino-N-phenyl piperidine (ANPP) and 

N-phenethyl-4- piperidone (NPP).
Amendment to the “Agreement whereby measures are established to restrict the export or import of various merchandise to the countries, entities and persons indicated.” published in the Federal Offical Gazette on the 15th January 18. The ammendment repealed the sanctions concerning Côte d’Ivoire and Liberia according to resolutions 1572 (2004) and and 1521 (2003) respectively, published by the United Nations Security Council Committee. 

Amendment to the “Agreement whereby measures are established to restrict the export or import of various merchandise to the countries, entities and persons indicated.” published in the Federal Offical Gazette on the 14th june 18. The amendment implements the sanctions imposed by the United Nations Security Council Committee to the Democratic People's Republic of Korea through resolutions  874 (2009), 2087 (2013), 2094 (2013), 2270 (2016), 2321 (2016), 2371 (2017) y 2375 (2017). 

Amendment to the “Agreement that establishes the classification and codification of merchandise whose import is subject to regulation by the Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock, Rural Development, Fisheries and Food, through the National Service of Health, Safety and Agrifood Quality.” Published in the Federal Official Gazette on the 12th July 2018. The amendment establishes import regulations to pork meat, sausages and similar products. 

Amendment to the “Agreement by which the Ministry of Economy issues rules and criteria of international trade”, published in the Federal Offical Gazette on the 18 april 2019. The amendment establishes an automatic permit prior importation for various tariff codes regarding footwear products, textiles and clothing products in order to carry out statistical monitoring of these goods. 

Amendment to the “Agreement by which the Ministry of Economy issues rules and criteria of international trade”, published in the Federal Offical Gazette on the 22 november 2019. The amendment establishes an automatic permit prior importation for tariff codes of the steel sector in order to carry out statistical monitoring of these goods.

	CENTRAL BANK (BANCO DE MEXICO)
· Reform to Regulation 13/2017 by Regulations 10/2018, 17/2018 and 10/2019

On July 27, 2018, December 24, 2018 and July 11, 2019, Banco de México, with the purpose of promoting the proper functioning of payment systems and the sound development of the financial system, as well as the protection of the interests of the public, considered necessary to reinforce the measures adopted to prevent risks related to management of resources derived from transfers of funds from client accounts that may imply a greater risk for users of the Interbank Electronic Payment System (SPEI) system.

Regulation 10/2018 (July 27, 2018) consisted mainly on enhancing client identification procedures, which include having an information security officer and identifying transactions with virtual assets carried out professionally by non-financial entities.

Regulation 17/2018 (December 24, 2018) established rigorous procedures on the management of accounts of non-financial entities clients that carry out transactions with virtual assets professionally.

Regulation 10/2019 (July 11, 2019) considered necessary, for credit institutions and companies that provide in a professional manner fund transfer services, to establish measures to strengthen the security of transfers as provided in Regulation 13/2017.

· Publication of Regulation 4/2019 (FinTech Regulation)
On March 8, 2019 Banco de México published Regulation 4/2019 to regulate virtual assets, in compliance with the the Law to Regulate Financial Technology Institutions (Fintech Law), published in the Federal Official Gazette on March 9, 2018. These assets have been characterized as volatile, expensive to carry out transactions and hardly scalable. Additionally, there are risks for the holders of these assets, since, derived from the complexity of the technology that supports them, they may not fully know the possible problems that could arise and lead to the loss of their resources.

Through this regulation, a general authorization and supervision framework for FinTech institutions operating with virtual assets is developed to minimize consumer-protection risks and avoid money laundering and terrorist financing. This regulation seeks to further enhance financial inclusion and education through the adoption, regulation and fostering of new technologies.
· Reform to Regulation 3/2012 by Regulation 8/2019
On May 20, 2019, Banco de México reformed the Rules of the Interbank Electronic Payment System (SPEI), originally issued through Regulation 14/2017. These amendments intend to implement the electronic platform called “Digital Collection” (CoDi) which aims to promote electronic payments among the public. CoDi is a digital platform developed by Banco de México in order to facilitate payment transactions through the SPEI for up to $8,000 MXN, using mobile phones and QR technology.
· Reform to Regulation 13/2017 by Regulation 11/2019
On October 1st, 2019, Banco de México, in order to continue promoting the proper functioning of payment systems and to encourage the use of electronic payment methods, amended the regulation in order to recognize the use of collection messages that may be referred to electronic funds transfer systems. These provisions establish mechanisms that allow the participation of third parties in the generation and processing of collection messages in the context of the electronic platform called “Digital Collection” (CoDi ).
· Reform to Regulation 3/2012 by Regulation 1/2020

On January 15, 2020, Banco de Mexico informed that it would publish a new reference rate (denominated overnight TIIE funding rate) that fully complies with the characteristics recommended by IOSCO and reflects the funding market conditions of transactions denominated in Mexican pesos, settled by banks and brokerage firms secured by debt instruments issued by the Federal Government, the Mexican Bank Savings Protection Institute (IPAB, for its acronym in Spanish), and the central bank.
· Credit Institutions Law

On March and June 2018, and March 2019, the Congress amended the Credit Institutions Law, in order to stablish that the administration of development banking institutions will be entrusted to a board of directors, whose independent directors must be integrated jointly, and to an address general, in terms of their own organic laws.

Likewise, Congress determined that Development banking institutions, public trusts constituted by the Federal Government for the economic promotion that carry out financial activities, and the National Financial Development Agricultural, Rural, Forestry and Fisheries, required to seek and prioritize, within the resources allocated to the offer of financial products and services, programs and projects that meet specific needs of women in terms of savings, investment, credit and protection mechanisms.
MINISTRY OF FINANCE AND PUBLIC CREDIT (SECRETARÍA DE HACIENDA Y CRÉDITO PÚBLICO)

· Publication of the Law to Regulate Financial Technology Institutions (Fintech Law)

The Law to Regulate Financial Technology Institutions (Fintech Law) was published in the Federal Official Gazette on March 9, 2018.

The Fintech Law is based on the following principles: financial inclusion and innovation, promotion of competition, consumer protection, financial stability, financial integrity, and technological neutrality. 

The Law provides the legal regime for two new financial entities denominated Financial Technology Institutions (FTI): i) Crowdfunding institutions, and ii) Electronic payment funds institutions.
In addition to the FTI, the Law provides for other aspects related to the use of technology applied to financial services, such as a regulatory sandbox for Fintech innovations, and Application Programming Interfaces (API).

	Several amendments applicable to financial institutions and their activities are planned to be enacted with the purpose of promoting growth in credit and investment, as well as more competition and transparency among the participants of the financial sector and the protection of consumers and to implement international standards. Some of the relevant amendments to the financial legislation are the following:
· Net Stable Funding Ratio Provisions
Further provisions regarding liquidity requirements for banks are currently in the process of being introduced. The aim of said provisions is to allow banks to have available liquid resources to fulfil their obligations in the middle and in the long term, in accordance with the Basel III standard: Net Stable Funding Ratio.
· Fintech Regulation

As the first authorizations for FTIs are being granted, once their operation is reviewed by the financial authorities, further provisions will be considered in order to improve the legal regime applicable to FTIs.

Secondary regulation on Application Programming Interfaces (API) is set to be issued on March 2020.

· Including in the article 26 of the Guidelines For Migration Procedures, that was published on November 8, 2012, ABTC gives them a visa –fre facilitation to enter to Mexico in  those cases that our government requests by  nationality and allows its carriers to enter by  preferential lanes.
· The Reform of Chapter XI ABTC, of the Guidelines for Immigration Procedures published on January 5, 2016, Specifying the commitment of the Government of Mexico made in 2014 in Beijing, China, to extend the card´s validity from 3 to 5 years.

· During the period from January 1, 2015 to december 31, 2019 the Mexican Government throught Migration´s National Institute has been approved 485, 966 ABTC aplications for foreigners from 18 memebers economy.

· At the same time 2,365 ABTC applications have been authorized for mexican.

On June 18 th, 2018 there was a Decree amending and supplementing various provisions of the Civil Aviation Act and Airports Act, with the purpose of regulating UAV (unmanned aerial vehicle), events and acts carried out on board a civil aircraft with Mexican Registration, that shall be subject to the lwas and Mexican authorities, the establishment of aeronautical workshops and training centers, concessions or permits revocation, trade an cooperation agreements, damage and compensation rights for luggage and cargo, damage and injuriers suffered by passengers, transit of aircraft, breaches to this, aviation safety and security, fines imposed, and verification and certification of airports.

	Federal Telecommunications Institute (IFT)

Two-year evaluation of the measures imposed on the
Preponderant Economic Agent (PEA)
In March, 2014, the IFT Governing Board determined that the group that form América Móvil, Telmex, Telnor, Radiomóvil Dipsa, Grupo Carso y Grupo Inbursa is the Preponderant Economic Agent (PEA) in the telecommunications Sector.
From the two-year evaluation of the PEA in the telecommunications sector, made in February 2017, the Institute mandate its functional separation. The PEA submitted various proposals to this purpose in 2017. During the first quarter of 2018, those proposals were analyzed to determine the terms of the functional separation of Teléfonos de México, S.A.B. de C.V. (TELMEX) and Teléfonos del Noroeste, S.A. de C.V. (TELNOR). 

Guidelines for the Granting of the Certificate of Authorization, for the Use and Harnessing of Frequency Bands of the Radio Spectrum for Secondary Use.

On April 11, 2018, the Governing Board of the Institute approved the Agreement through which it issues the Guidelines for the granting of the certificate of authorization, for the use and harnessing of frequency bands of the radio spectrum for secondary use, which are intended to regulate under the authorization regime, the secondary use of radio frequency spectrum bands, intended to meet specific telecommunications needs of persons engaged in activities that are not intended to provide telecommunications services for commercial purposes. This allows the approved short-range radiocommunication devices to make use of the radio spectrum.
Fundamental Technical Numbering and Signaling Plans
On May 11, 2018, was published the Fundamental Technical Numbering and Signaling Plans, including amendments to the regulatory framework, which aims to ensure the availability of number resources for all Telecommunications Service Providers, among others, establishing simpler and standardized procedures for users (ten-digit numbers removing all prefixes), the establishment of new geographical areas for number resource administration purposes, physical consolidation of Local Service Areas, modifying formats to exchange Number B⁶ digits in signals between public telecommunications networks, and the review and, where necessary, the update of procedures and criteria for the allocation and management of numbering resources by the Institute
Auction IFT-7 up to 130 MHz in the 2500-2690 MHz Frequency Band

In November 2018, the concession titles were delivered to the winners of the Auction IFT-7 and the final report of the social witness that certifies the transparency and compliance of the bases during the process of this auction was published.

The benefits of this auction are the expanding spectrum availability for mobile broadband services, so that newcomers and established concessionaires may have sufficient spectrum nationwide to deploy their state-of-the-art mobile networks. This will continue to expand mobile services coverage and capacity, particularly mobile broadband access, while providing faster data transfer services for end users.

Revision and analysis of the Interconnection Framework Agreements 2020
On June 5, 2019, the Governing Board of the Institute approved the Agreements through which it modifies the terms and conditions of the Interconnection Framework Agreements (CMI) presented by Radiomóvil Dipsa, S.A. de C.V., Telephones of Mexico, S.A.B. from C.V. and by Telefonos del Noroeste, S.A. from C.V. These Agreements were notified to the companies that form the Preponderant Economic Agent in the telecommunications sector so that they express what is convenient for them.
This revision and analysis will promote an equitable wholesale services offer, avoiding anticompetitive practices and allowing an unobstructed and affordable service offer for the consumer’s benefit.

Probabilities Calculator for ICT adoption and Internet Uses in Mexico 2.0 
On May 7, 2019, the Probability Calculator for ICT adoption and Internet uses in Mexico 2.0 was published. This tool, which is based on the sociodemographic characteristics of a person, allows its users to estimate the probability of use of an Information and Communication Technology (ICT) or to carry out certain activities on the Internet. Specifically, the tool estimates the probability to use computer, Internet, mobile phone, Internet through a Smartphone, as well as online activities such as e-commerce, e-payments, e-banking transactions or interaction with the government. 

Also, the Probability Calculator allows to choose the age, gender, education level, occupation, income level, and place of residence, in order to define the socio-demographic profile. The tool was developed using data from the National Survey on Availability and Use of Information Technologies in Households (ENDUTIH, as per its Spanish acronym), published in 2018.

The Probabilities Calculator is an intuitive and friendly tool accessible for anyone using a device with Internet access, so the tool is available for the public in general, government entities, the academic community, media, and the private sector.
Guidelines for the Construction of the National  Infrastructure Information System (SNII).

On August 21, 2019 the Governing Board of the Institute approved the issuance of the Guidelines for the delivery, registration and consultation of information for the formation of the SNII, which define the elements and criteria for the delivery of information by the authorized; concessionaires; dependencies and entities of the Federal, State and Municipal Public Administration of Mexico, of the autonomous bodies, on passive infrastructure, active infrastructure, means of transmission, rights of way, public sites and private sites, as well as for the consultation of the same and for the development of the system where said information will be protected.
The issuance of the guidelines provides a normative instrument that will provide certainty about the elements that will comprise the SNII in order to encourage infrastructure sharing and will favor its more efficient deployment. Likewise, the generation of a registry will facilitate the evaluation of the progress of the sector and the implementation of public policies regarding infrastructure.

Annual Program of Use and Development of Frequency Bands 2020 (PABF 2020)

On August 28, 2019, the Governing Board of the Institute approved the PABF 2020 in order to determine the spectrum frequency bands that will be subject to tender or that can be assigned directly. From this program, the additional inclusion requests received will be assessed in order to issue an amendment to it during the fourth quarter of 2019.
The PABF 2020 provides legal certainty to the public, private and industrial sectors in relation to the spectrum plans of the Institute in the short and medium term. This will allow them to properly plan future investments and projects. It will also promote efficiency in the use and exploitation of the radioelectric spectrum aimed at granting maximum benefit to the users of the services, at the lowest possible cost, meeting demand, coverage and quality needs.
Auction IFT-9 Complementary fixed service satellite mobile service

The Governing Board of the Federal Telecommunications Institute (IFT) resolved favorably the issuance of two minutes of the decision, in favor of Omnispace México, S. de R.L. from C.V. (Omnispace) and de HNS de México, S.A. of CV (HNS) in the Public Tender to concession the use, enjoyment and commercial exploitation of 40 MHz of radio spectrum available in two 10 + 10 MHz blocks, in the segments of frequencies 2000-2010/2190-2200 MHz and 2010- 2020/2180-2190 MHz for the provision of the complementary fixed service of the satellite mobile service in the Mexican territory. Both services operate on the same segment of the radio spectrum and allow the transmission of signs, signals, documents, images, voice, sounds or information of any nature.
The foregoing, once the tender bidding process was concluded on September 5, 2019, they reached an amount of 300 million pesos for the 40 MHz of spectrum that were available.

This auction helps to complement satellite coverage through the installation of land infrastructure, providing additional value to the satellite network of the mobile satellite service (MSS). It also enable satellite operators of the MSS to enhance the offer of services available in Mexico.
Ministry of Communications and Transport  (SCT)

Geographical Information System

México published in 2019 the Social Coverage Program, using a Geographical Information System, where 6 criteria were prioritized, and 6.9 million people were located living in 10 thousand rural communities without internet service were identified.

The accuracy of this analisis allows us to focus on the 10 thousand communities and the 12.3 million people without Internet service. The objective is to use this information to increase coverage to 95% of the country's population. 

National Survey on Availability and Use of Information Technology in Homes (ENDUTIH) 2018

Also, in 2019, the National Survey about use of ICT in Mexico, indicates that 80.6 million people are Internet user, representing 70.1% of the population, with a growth of 4.33% in the last year. The data base is available in the Survey’s site.

National Radio Spectrum Program

The National Radio Spectrum Program (NRSP19-24) is a special program based on the guidelines and projects established in the National Development Plan 2019 – 2024. 

By promoting the radio spectrum efficient usage, the NRSP19-24 contributes to reducing the radioconmmunication services gaps related to access and coverage within the Mexican population, so that all the distinct social groups have the same development opportunities and equitable and sustainable well-being. 

 
	Second biennial resolution of Preponderance in the telecommunications sector 

As a result of the revision of the asymmetric regulation measures imposed on the Preponderant Economic Agent of the telecommunications sector (AEPT), the suppression, modification or addition of measures will be determined. The review is carried out every two years, as a self-imposed mechanism by the Institute to ensure that the objective of avoiding the impact on competition and free competition in the sector is achieved.

In 2019, the analysis and evaluation of the impact of these measures began and a public consultation process was carried out; from the revision, the suppression, modification or addition of measures will be determined that will be presented for consideration by the Plenary of the Institute for approval.

Regulatory recommendations for the promotion of digital inclusion and infrastructure deployment

Recommendations will be developed based on mechanisms implemented by various countries to promote the provision of telecommunications services in those areas that do not have this services; as well as an estimate of the associated costs to include the population in the use of information and communication technologies (ICT).

In 2019, a diagnosis of the coverage of broadband services was made, which will be complemented with cost estimates for the deployment of infrastructure and with this, the design of cross-cutting actions to consolidate the existing diagnostic efforts and tools can be supported.

National Infrastructure Information System (SNII)

A system will be developed to house the national geo-referenced database with information from the records of active infrastructure and transmission media, passive infrastructure and rights of way in the field of Telecommunications and Broadcasting, as well as records of public sites and private.

This information may be consulted by operators, interested parties who aspire to be concessionaires or authorized; as well as by the authorities in matters of security and justice.

During 2020, the document will be prepared that will establish the requirements of the System and its characteristics based on the Guidelines for the Construction of the National  Infrastructure Information System (SNII).

Social Coverage Program

In 2019 México published the Social Coverage Program (PCS2019), that identifies 6.9 million of people who live in 10 thousand rural communities without Internet service, the objective is to increase the coverage of this service to 95% of the population in the country. 

Based on the guidelines and projects established in the National Development Plan 2019 - 2024, the PCS2019 serves Priority Areas for the year 2019 defined by the Government of Mexico, and identifies the locations without telecommunications services, including broadband and Internet, to facilitate the actions of government, dealers and civil society with the aim of bringing these services where they currently do not exist. Likewise, it contributes with the company “CFE Telecomunicaciones e Internet para Todos” to identify the main locations without service and phocus on localitions on marginal areas of the country, so that all people, particularly those in vulnerable situations, have access to new technologies, seeking to close the digital divide to achieve high levels of social development without discrimination.

Connectivity in Public Sites Program

In December 2019, the Connectivity in Public Sites Program (PCSP2019) was published, in order to encourage well-being in vulnerable, unserved and underserved population. This national public policy is aimed at identifying Internet access needs in schools, hospitals, “Bienestar Centers” and other community sites being incorporated by the Secretariats of Welfare, Education and Health of the Federal Government. 

In addition to the sites already identified in this first stage, this Program will identify each year additional sites to be connected, in order to contribute to universal coverage. To carry out this task, the Program proposes the operation of a transparent, dynamic and participatory mechanism through which the national demand for Internet connectivity can be integrated into public sites of the three government orders.

	Educational Services
	· Regarding the growth of enrollment in tertiary education, Mexico has been experiencing sustained growth in both public and private institutions in this type of education. Consequently, in the 2018-2019 school year 4,344,133 students were enrolled, of which 2,899,873 entered public education institutions and 1,444,260 in private education institutions.
· In terms of coverage, the national average in tertiary education is 39.7%, concentrating its educational offer in the metropolitan area of ​​Mexico City, Monterrey and Guadalajara, which has increased by 8% since the 2012-2013 school year when the national average was 31.7% of coverage.
· With a view to improving these aspects, the Mexican government introduced a series of legislative reforms in educational matters that include an important modification of Article 3 of the Political Constitution of the United Mexican States that regulates education and that in its version approved in May of 2019 by the Congress of the Union incorporated higher education as compulsory in the country. These modifications also abound on the commitment of the Mexican State to formalize the inclusion, permnence and continuity of students by providing the means of access to that educational type for people who meet the requirements set forth by public institutions.
· It is estimated that the enrollment of upper secondary education reaches 6.3 million students in 2024 and 6.9 million in 2030, for which the law provides for the creation of funds to cover the exponential growth in the coverage of higher education.
	· The objective that accompanies these advances is to transform higher education in order to ensure the right to education of excellence for all young people of Mexico, as well as to generate and disseminate knowledge and cultures that contribute to improving welfare conditions , social justice, democracy and peace throughout the national territory.

· It is being sought that the right to education be expressed and guaranteed in the secondary laws that regulate the entire educational system, namely: the Law of the Decentralized Public Organism that will coordinate the National System of Continuous Improvement of Education; the General Law of the System for the Career of Teachers and Teachers; c) the General Education Law; d) the General Law of Higher Education and; d) the General Law of Science, Technology and Innovation.

· At the core of these modifications, it is sought that girls, boys, adolescents, youth and adults be recognized as subjects of education, with the right to receive from the State an integral, compulsory, universal, inclusive, public, free and secular education, in all its levels, types and modalities, which has been reflected in the changes to the 3rd articles. 31 and 73 of the Constitution.

· Specifically, we have worked on a General Education Law approach that delves into a set of principles that give meaning to what we consider the new Mexican school. Therefore, a model is understood that will be inclusive, aimed at identifying, preventing and eliminating barriers that limit access, permanence, participation and learning of all students, eliminating discrimination, exclusion and segregation practices.

	Recreational Cultural and Sporting Services
	Ministry of Culture

In the period of the 2013-2018 government administration the Ministry of Culture and its coordinated agencies maintained the relevance of cultural action in the country, by developing an annual average of 822 thousand artistic and cultural activities for 104.1 million attendees. The total attendance period 4.9 million artistic and cultural activities, which had 624.7 million attendees.
On the international level, the presence of artists and creators in the main stages of the world, artistic presentations, exhibitions, participation in book fairs and film festivals was relevant.
In the aspect of the diffusion of heritage wealth, in 2018 17 international exhibitions were held in museums of the Culture Sector and 19 national exhibitions abroad, for a total of 108 and 81, respectively, from 2013 to 2018.

The national film creation, with support from the Mexican State, was present, from 2013 to 2018, at 1,020 national and 3,133 international festivals, in which they obtained 1,102 national and 668 international awards. Also, in the same period, 345 films supported for production by the Mexican Institute of Cinematography were released, which brought together 108.7 million viewers.
The Ministry of Culture promoted Mexican publishers and authors in various foreign settings. He highlighted the Mexican presence at the Frankfurt Book Fair, the Bologna Children's Book Fair, the Medellín Book and Culture Festival, the Cali International Book Fair, the Bogota International Book Fair and the Book Hall Children and Youth of Pontevedra, these last four as guest country of honor.

In order to strengthen Mexico's cultural cooperation with the world, the signing of 70 cooperation agreements and programs with different countries and international organizations was promoted in the 2013-2018 period, fourteen of them signed in 2018.
In the aspect of training in the different artistic disciplines, history, anthropological disciplines, heritage conservation and cinematography, the Culture Sector has 33 schools: four of artistic initiation, 12 of upper secondary education and 17 of higher education They cover training in different artistic disciplines, the various branches of anthropology, history and cinematography. The enrollment of these schools amounted to 12,514 students in 2018. It is important to note that the scholarships granted to support students reach 13.9% of the students enrolled in the INAH and INBAL schools.

In the same way, training, updating and professionalization actions represent a permanent and vitally important task, because the quality of cultural activities and services depends on the cultural workers, promoters and cultural managers. they offer to different audiences. In 2018 they amounted to 3,476 actions, with which more than 169 thousand participants were attended. During the 2013-2018 period almost 3 million people were trained through more than 45 thousand actions.
The articulation and coordination with federal entities, particularly through the granting of subsidies and the operation of mixed funds, has made it possible to strengthen the decentralization schemes of cultural action, where the needs and projects presented prevail and are prioritized For these.

The actions of preservation of the legal and technical protection of the heritage, as well as those corresponding to their conservation, restoration and maintenance, are and will continue to be unsustainable jobs within the Culture Sector, since they represent a transcendental part of our history and cultural legacy.

The earthquakes of September 7 and 19, 2017, seriously affected an important part of Mexico's built cultural heritage, more than 2,400 heritage, historical and artistic properties in 11 states, were damaged.

The museums and archaeological zones distributed throughout the national territory represent the cultural spaces par excellence for the diffusion of heritage. In the last six years the 142 museums in the sector have been visited by 127.4 million people while the 191 archeological areas open to the public have received 86.4 million visitors.

From 2013 to 2018, the Ministry of Culture awarded 20,195 scholarships and incentives for artistic creation in disciplines such as visual arts, dance, lyrics, audiovisual media, music, cultural studies, interdisciplinary practices, children's projects, theater and literary translation, among others. Of these 10,711 correspond to the work of FONCA.

Regarding the work carried out between this Secretariat and the National Institute of Statistics and Geography (INEGI) in the field of economic statistics of the cultural sector, the update of the “Satellite Account of the Culture of Mexico” was published, which provides data on 2008 to 2018 with base year 2013. All information is available on the INEGI website.

This Account reports on the economic flows of characteristic and related goods and services related to the culture sector, of which, government activities represent a smaller percentage.

Among the relevant data of this study, it is highlighted that the economic participation of the cultural sector in the Gross Domestic Product, in 2018, was 3.2%, which translates into 702,132 million pesos. The audiovisual media occupy almost 37% of the aforementioned percentage of GDP. In 2018, the culture sector generated 1,395,669 jobs, representing 3.2% of the positions held nationwide.
	Despite the achievements, the accessibility gap and all participation to access culture and exercise cultural rights, is still deep, and is complicated by the socio-structural conditions of lag, violence and insecurity present.

Since  december 2018, the new administration has considered working under a cultural rights scheme in order to transform the traditional paradigm in which people and communities are seen as simple recipients of the State's action in matters of culture, to assume them as generators, as active participants in a series of processes in which institutions have the role of facilitators.

To this end, the Ministry of Culture has identified strategic areas of work in which the institutions of the sector can contribute to the improvement in the conditions of social and community integration, especially in populations affected by marginalization or violence. In this area, specific programs will be developed in which community bonding will be the primary tool to expand access to culture, to strengthen the participation of people in cultural life, in the recognition and appreciation of their heritage, in the creation and development of new cultural and artistic productions, and in the affective recovery of public space, especially in areas where social conflict has deteriorated everyday life.

All these strategies are contained in the Culture Sector Program 2020-2024, which is in the process of being authorized so that it can be published in the Official Gazette of the Federation in the near future.

	On March 27, 2017, the Agreement to set the Website of legal procedures for foreign investment (SAJIE, in Spanish) and its rules of use was published in the Official Gazette. It allows foreign investors to carry out legal procedures stated in the FIL, optimizes resources, reduces response time and provides monitoring of procedures.

On March 29, 2017 the Resolution General which determines the updated amount of the total value of the assets referred to in Article 9 of the FIL was issued in the Official Gazette. According to article 9 of the FIL, the CNIE should give a favorable resolution to foreign investors in order to participate, directly or indirectly, in a percentage higher than 49% in Mexican companies which capital stock is higher than the amount determined annually by the CNIE. Pursuant to this resolution, the amount set forth is $16,816,200,000.00.

On June 26, 2017, the Decree to add subparragraph y) in section III of article 7, and repealed section II of article 7 of the FIL was published in the Official Gazette. This modification increased the participation of foreign direct investment in the service of domestic air transportation, air taxi transportation and specialized air transportation. Before, foreign investors were allowed to participate up to 25%, now the limit is up to 49%.

Finally, additional improvements were made on foreign investment policy by way of the issuing of a Manual of Procedures to Invest in Mexico. On March 28, 2017, the Directorate General of Foreign Investment launched this manual in order to facilitate the establishment of FDI in the country. It provides clear and timely information on the regulatory regime applicable to foreign investments and, specifically, on the procedures and formalities that must be fulfilled to perform economic activities in Mexico. 	Guidelines for the homologation of Telecommunications and Broadcasting equipment
These guidelines will establish the regulatory and technical framework for the homologation of the products, equipment, devices or devices of telecommunications and broadcasting in a uniform and effective manner, in addition to determining a generic classification of products subject to said procedure and to the applicable norms or provisions. With this, official recognition will be given to the products, equipment, devices or devices destined for telecommunications and broadcasting on compliance with regulations and provisions, in addition to providing a process guide to those interested in obtaining a certificate of approval of said products.

During 2019, the public consultation process began and, based on the analysis of the comments received, a final version of the guidelines will be prepared and submitted for consideration by the Governing Board of the Institute for approval.

	Intellectual Property Rights


	The Industrial Property Law was amended twice in 2018.

The first amendment contemplated changes in procedures related to inventions, utility models and industrial designs. The modifications with respect to industrial designs allowed the simplification and homogenization of regulations and procedures in accordance with international treaties, which contributed to greater benefit and certainty for national and foreign investment.

The amendment also contemplates the protection of geographical indications, a new legal figure unprecedented in previous laws, also contemplates simpler procedures as well as greater protection for those figures. 

In the second amendment to the Industrial Property Law, the trademark concept was extended, with this reform it is possible to register non-traditional trademarks such as sound and scent. Certification marks were incorporated, these modifications in accordance with international agreements.

The Federal Copyright Law was also amended in 2018, requested that collective management companies request provisional measures on behalf of the owners of copyright or related rights. This amendment has reduced the burden on rights holders for the application of copyright.

	Agreement whereby the Governing Board of the Federal Telecommunications Institute repeals various regulations issued prior to the entry into force of the Federal Telecommunication and Broadcastin Law  and issues provisions applicable to the public telephone service and those relating to the homologation procedure of equipment.
The Institute has been given the task of reviewing the regulatory and administrative provisions issued in the light of the General Communication Law and the repealed Federal Telecommunications Law, to verify whether they are consistent and do not contravene the provisions Federal Telecommunication and Broadcastin Law and, where appropriate, achieve a simplification and adaptation of the current regulatory framework; as well as, to identify those telecommunications provisions that no longer respond to technological advances and convergence of services, and reduce unnecessary administrative burdens to economic agents in the telecommunications and broadcasting sectors.

	Deregulation/Regulatory Review
	The General Law of Better Regulation was published in Mexico's Official Gazette on May 2018, this Law aims to establish the bases and principles to which the government orders (federal, state and municipal) must implement (within the scope of their competence) the policy of Better Regulation for the improvement of regulations and simplification of procedures and services.

This Law also creates the National System of Better Regulation (NSBR), which aims to coordinate the authorities of all government orders for implementing the National Policy of Better Regulation. 

The NSBR is comprised of the following elements: the National Council on Better Regulation, the National Strategy on Better Regulation, the National Commission of Better Regulation (CONAMER), the Better Regulation systems in the States, the obliged authorities and the National Observatory on Better Regulation. 

Additionally, the NSBR includes the development of the following tools of better regulation:  the National Catalog on Regulations, Procedures, and Services; the regulatory agenda, the Regulatory Impact Assessment (RIA), the Better Regulation Programs (PMR) and the Surveys, Statistical Information and Evaluations on the Better Regulation Policy.
	The National Strategy on Better Regulation was published in Mexico's Official Gazette on August 2019, this Strategy is the legal planning instrument of Mexico's National System of Better Regulation and aims to articulate the Better Regulation Policy throughout the country. 

The Strategy characterizes the mission and vision of the Policy of Better Regulation in the short, medium and long term, and summarizes the steps to be followed by Mexico's State in this matter. This Strategy is also a public policy implementation tool because it provides the guidelines for monitoring, measuring progress, assigning responsible and achieving the objectives of the nationwide Better Regulation policy.

Also, the Strategy has a long-term horizon of twenty years, with evaluations at least every 5 years and with revisions and adjustments at least every 2 years.

Mexico and the US have already ratified the Agreement. The agreement is pending on Canada’s ratification for its entry into force.

Pacific Alliance – Candidates to Associated State


	·  Issues and Status of the negotiation Mexico, as one of the Parties to the Pacific Alliance, along with Colombia, Chile and Perú, participates since October, 2017, in trade negotiations to eventually grant to Australia, Canada, New Zealand and Singapore, the status of Associated States to the Pacific Alliance. The basis of this negotiation is the Additional Protocol of the Pacific Alliance, to which some new generation disciplines are being added. 

· During 2019 negotiations were resume and two more rounds were held. During the VII Round of Negotiations some progress were made. The next round is expected to be scheduled during the first half of 2020.

	
	Agreement #4

Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP)
	· With the US official withdrawal from the TPP, in a Ministerial meeting that took place in Hanoi (May 2017), TPP countries reaffirmed the strategic and economic importance of the Agreement, highlighting its principles and high standards as a way to promote regional economic integration.

· TPP countries kept firm in the determination to preserve and capitalize on the efforts and investment they put in TPP and find a way to bring the agreement into force.

· The CPTPP is a new agreement that incorporates the content of the original TPP, of which its text was not changed, except for a list of 22 provisions that will be suspended as long as the original TPP does not enter into force (ie. until US come back). After several meetings, in Tokyo (January 22-23, 2018), TPP countries agreed and endorsed the legal instrument through which the CPTPP will be put into effect. The CPTPP was signed on March 8th, 2018 in Santiago de Chile.It entered into force for 6 countries, including Mexico, on December 30, 2018. On January 15th, 2019 entered into for for Vietnam.
