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The decline in trade growth is accompanied by
an increase in trade-restrictive measures
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APEC GDP growth is expected to slow down in
the short-term in tandem with global growth
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Downside risks to growth remain dominant
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Itis timely for APEC to re-assess priorities vis-a-vis the APEC Strategy for
Strengthening Quality Growth 2015-2020 and identify areas to strengthen towards
economic growth that is balanced, sustainable and inclusive.
